The name Critton Hollow was first used when these musicians walked onto the stage at the Galax 
Fiddlers Convention in 1975. Since then, CRITTON HOLLOW has played concert and festival venues 
across the US, Canada, and the UK, in addition to school programs, teaching at music camps, 
playing on the streets and generally having a grand time. 

Critton Hollow has recorded 5 albums on the YODEL-LAY-HEE label and 2 albums with FLYING 
FISH. Most are available for download through CD BABY. 

In 1995, their recording “Cowboys and Indians” was chosen by QVC shopping network for their “50 
Products in 50 States” promotion and sold 1000 CDs and 1000 cassettes in 8 minutes! 

Will Carter invited Critton Hollow to play at the very first West Virginia Appalachian Stringband 
Festival that he had inspired, and CRITTON HOLLOW continues to be part of this reunion of old 
friends and new 

CRITTON HOLLOW was inducted into Jim McCoy’s Country Music Hall of Fame at the Troubadour 
Lounge in Berkeley Springs WV in 2010.
